The Coming of the Holy Spirit 

Acts 2:2-13 (NCV) 

When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together 

in one place. 2 Suddenly a noise like a strong, blowing 

wind came from heaven and filled the whole house 

where they were sitting. 3 They saw something like flames 

of fire that were separated and stood over each person 

there. 4 They were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they 

began to speak different languages[a] by the power the 

Holy Spirit was giving them. 

5 There were some religious Jews staying in Jerusalem who 

were from every country in the world. 6 When they heard 

this noise, a crowd came together. They were all 

surprised, because each one heard them speaking in his 

own language. 7 They were completely amazed at this. 

They said, “Look! Aren’t all these people that we hear 

speaking from Galilee? 8 Then how is it possible that we 

each hear them in our own languages? We are from 

different places: 9 Parthia, Media, Elam, Mesopotamia, 

Judea, Cappadocia, Pontus, Asia, 10 Phrygia, Pamphylia, 

Egypt, the areas of Libya near Cyrene, Rome 11 (both 

Jews and those who had become Jews), Crete, and 

Arabia. But we hear them telling in our own languages 

about the great things God has done!” 12 They were all 

amazed and confused, asking each other, “What does 

this mean?” 

13 But others were making fun of them, saying, “They have 

had too much wine.”

Instructions (you can also watch the video tutorial on 

https://www.redtedart.com/pop-birthday-card-diy/) 

Equipment 

2 x A5 sheets of card or paper (1 white and 1 coloured if possible)  

Paper scraps for decorating/felt tips/crayons                                     

Scissors 

Glue stick 

1.Cut one of your A5 sheets of paper down a little – so that 

when it is inside the card you have a nice frame! (I didn’t 

bother with this bit- I just kept them the same size)  

2. Fold both pieces of card down the centre to make a 

greeting card. 

3.Now make the 3-tier pop-up cake using the smaller piece of 

card. Leave a little gap at the top and bottom.  

4.Make 4 cuts: 2 long cuts (approx. 5cm) one medium cut 

(approx. 3.5cm) and one small cut (approx. 2cm). Make a 

crease along these cuts. 

5.Fold open the paper and “reverse the crease”. Practise 

opening and closing the card and you should be able to see it 

taking shape 

6.Glue the pop-up into your card. One side at a time and 

press down to secure. 

7.Make little candles and carefully stick them onto the cake  

8.It is now time to decorate to your heart’s content. Use scraps 

of paper/leftover gift wrap or just decorate with felt tips and 

crayons. Add glitter and stickers too if you have them. 

9.Decorate the front of the card with the words. “Happy 

Birthday Church”. Do it in fancy lettering if you can! 

Your Pentecost pop up cake is FINISHED!
