Luke 19:1-9. Here are some activities for you to do  

as you watch the service on-line with your family. 

 

 

 

1. Word search. Print out the Zacchaeus word search and 

complete. 

 

2. Colour. Print out the picture showing Zacchaeus sitting in 

the tree so he could see Jesus.  

 

3. Complete. Here’s Luke 19:1-9 but there are a few words 

missing. Print out the bible passage and fill in the missing 

words. 

 

4. Make. Print out the picture of Zacchaeus in the tree and 

then do your best colouring in. Then fold along the 

dotted lines to “hide” Zacchaeus. Open the flaps so you 

can see him again- just like Jesus! 

 

5. Create. Zacchaeus “wanted to see who Jesus was.” Luke 

19:3. It’s really important that we all “look” for Jesus so we 

can make Him our own special friend. As a sign that you 

want to look for Jesus too- make a pair of “Son-glasses”!! 

Print out one of the glasses templates (onto card if you 

can- if not stick the paper onto card afterwards- an old 

cereal box will be fab), colour them in, decorate with 

stickers and glitter and then wear them to show you are 

looking for Jesus too!!
